1 General Information

"Pixel-Bit´s. Journal of Media and Education" is an interdisciplinary publication of scientific, academic and informative character, which aims to promote the exchange of ideas and work in the field of audiovisual media, computing and advanced technologies applied to education and training in general, aimed at experts, researchers, members of the educational community responsible for the technological areas of schools and / or institutional planning, and graduate students and those who wish to specialize in the area of new technologies and educational applications.
The "Pixel-Bit. Journal of Media and Education " is published by the Secretariat of Audiovisual Resources and New Technologies at the University of Seville and this journal publish continuously since 1994, two issues per year, January and July. Being able to publish an extraordinary issue with exceptional character if the theme and / or interest requires it.

2 Editorial Process

Authors will be informed promptly of the receipt of the item in the Secretariat of the Journal, through a mail of reception, which reports the beginning of the verification process and / or evaluation. After analyzing the article in regard to themes, formal aspects and relevance of the publication, authors will be informed of: a) the necessary format changes to perform before sending to assessors if they are superficial, b) no publication if it doesn´t fit the theme line of the journal or the adjustmented modifications necessary  are considered important. When they completed the formalities, it will inform the authors that the article refers to the expert evaluators.
Pixel-Bit since its inception counts on a wide range of articles, which cover research reports, experiences and reflections in different educational contexts and modalities of implementation of new technologies in the areas of interest outlined, being preceptive the mandatory review and consultation of the articles to keep the scientific consistency of the publication.
Having satisfied the above requirements, the manuscripts submitted to the editor of this journal will be sent to at least two expert reviewers of the "Journal of Media and Education ", which credited as such to those selected, taking place a double-blind review, (author / s-rater), in case of discrepancy will resort to a third evaluation, also in a double blind process. The article will be forwarded to assessors, eliminating the identity of the perpetrators and any data that refers to them. And the verdicts of the reviewers will be sent to the authors by e-mail  , without citing the identification of the same, or any other data that make that identification possible.
The choice of reviewers for each paper is made by the Committee and the Editorial Board bearing in mind the content of the manuscript. The reviewers will determine anonymously : a) if the article must be published as it was sent, b) if it can be published once completed the proposed corrections, or c) whether it should be rejected. The results of the evaluations, as well as of the whole process is unappealable.
If the process has been favorably resolved, authors will receive a certificate of acceptance of the article, while it is published in the corresponding issue. Otherwise you will be notified in a reasoned way the causes of failure to publish, or corrections that are necessary for publication. Likewise, when the corrections imposed by the evaluators have been met, authors will receive the certificate of acceptance of the article.
With the intention that the accepted articles don´t lose the current validity scientific, transmit as quickly as possible the results of researchs and innovations contained in them. And for they can be disclosed to members of the scientific community, it will be posted temporarily in the email of the journal http://www.sav.us.es/pixelbit/.
In accepted articles, and disseminated prior to final publication under this format,   will appear the dates of receipt, evaluation and acceptance pending the publication, which will be conditioned by incorporating them in the most appropriate journal issue. When this will take place, it will be removed from the temporary electronic publishing.

3 Ethical and formal features of Articles

3.1 Language

It will be published in the journal Pixel-Bit, articles written in Castilian and Portuguese,  accepting English or French if the Editorial Board of the journal considers appropiate the language for its interest and relevant.

3.2 Themes 

The papers must be unpublished and not be under evaluation by other journals and / or editorial, being the authors the responsible for compliance. They must address issues related to ICTs and advanced technologies applied to education and focused primarily on projects, researches and experiences. But also ideas and proposals are accepted in the field of communication and education, as well as use innovative ways of teaching media in any area of knowledge and level of education.
3.3 Documents to be sent

They will be sent by email to the email address revistapixelbit@us.es, writing on the subject: "Article for Pixel-Bit. " The shipment consists of three documents: presentation, front page and the original article.
3.3.1 Presentation

Available in http://www.sav.us.es/pixelbit/autorización.pdf page, which states that the article is unpublished, it has not been submitted to any other journal and / or editorial, acceptance of changes in the body of the article and transfer of rights to publish the paper submitted to the journal, scientific and cultural purposes and non-profit, both in print and electronic. It should collect scanned signatures  of all authors.
3.3.2 Cover

It will be written in the font Times New Roman, size 12. It will contain: title of the article (in Spanish and English), name of author or authors (those authors who hold the degree of Doctor should indicate it  before the name) followed by the name of the usual workplace address, the address and an e-mail contact, summary thereof, in Spanish with a maximum of 100 words, article key words, abstract and key words. The title should be brief and meaningful enough, and should take at most two lines. The summary (abstract) must include a brief description of the objectives, methodology and results of the investigation. As for the key words will be at least three and not more than five, using the Thesaurus of ERIC or UNESCO.

Not accepted items whose translations have been made with computer programs, given the poor quality of the data.
3.3.3 Article
Format and length

We must use a word processor compatible with Microsoft Word. And the graphics files must be presented used in the article in high quality jpg, tiff, psd or similar, provided that the article has not been made with the program Microsoft Word text editing.

The maximum length will be nineteen pages in DIN A-4 size, margins will be two centimetres per side (top, bottom, left and right), font Times New Roman, size 12 double-spaced, including references, tables, graphs and figures. Those latter will have the sufficient quality graphic reproduction, and an adequate size for reading.

The body of the article will consist of these parts: introduction, method, results, discussion, notes, support and funding sources and references.

The body of the article will be divided into sections and subsections, to the third level, numbered in Arabic. Both sections and subsections will be written in minuscule and bold and separated between them and the preceding and following paragraphs, respectively, with a blank line.
Tables, graphs and figures should appear numbered in Arabic numerals (eg Table 1.) with an correlative order for each type and subtitled. They should be referenced in the text. May not be used images that are redundant with the tables, graphs and / or figures contained in the article.

The paragraphs will not contain any kind of indentation.
Tables, graphs and figures should appear numbered in Arabic numerals (eg Table 1.) with an correlative order for each type and subtitled. They should be referenced in the text. May not be used images that are redundant with the tables, graphs and / or figures contained in the article.

The paragraphs will not contain any kind of indentation.

No footnotes are allowed in foot page, nor bibliographic references. If necessary, explanatory notes must appear at the end of the article and before the references, they will be numbered in a correlative order with Arabic numerals.
Bibliographic References

Articles with not cited bibliographic references in the text are not allowed. All references cited in the text should appear on the list with the same font and color than the rest of the text, and presented in alphabetical order, in line with the following rules:
